2. Upgrade to Currently Vacant Carnegie Library - the figure previously provided on the
list was $250,000.00 - after conducting additional research and working with an architect to
determine the requirements of this project, we have been advised that the cost of this
project would be $600,000.00 - we would therefore, like to amend the Project List to include
this new figure of $600,000.00 instead of $250,000.00

3. Upgrade of Train Station and Establishment of Visitors’ Centre - the figure

Minister Clement, as he outlined in his opening remarks,
working with the local communities and the leadership, identified
priority projects for funding consideration. These identified priority
projects were given to Infrastructure Canada. Infrastructure Canada
did an assessment of these projects against the terms and conditions
of the program, and we did provide advice to Minister Baird for his
approval of the 32 projects and also for him to sign the contribution
agreements. Minister Baird signed the contribution agreements and
any other documentation that's required, as the minister legally
responsible for the fund.
